From the 	me we are born into this world un	l we die, our 

human radar picks up signals about how to respond to life. 

What we picked up on when we were very young carries an 

even greater power. The messages we receive and process 

tell us what we are “supposed” to do with our feelings, how 

to understand and cope with disappointment, anxiety, 

failure, death, illness, and what to expect out of life. As life 

unfolds for us, these radar messages kick in and resonate in 

us at very deep levels. Some	mes what we have learned is 

helpful and some	mes it is not. The stories we have been 

told, especially when we are young, about how life is best 

lived and how to nego	ate its pain carry a heavy weight.�

Life can be challenging and frightening. Some	mes, it really 

hurts to be a human being. It also can be quite 

unpredictable and, at 	mes, unfair. We face our 

vulnerability and brokenness of all kinds: physical, 

emo	onal, and spiritual. �

GOSPEL MEDITATION �

If we cease doing ba'le with life’s incompleteness and see 

ourselves, as God does, on a journey toward wholeness 

and completeness we can be'er accept our disappoint-

ments and stand firm. The prophets told us, and Jesus re-

assured us: Be strong! Fear not! Some	mes we have to 

update our stories and replace them with newer, more 

accurate ones. When we make God’s story our own and 

tune our radar into His voice, what we hear is all about 

restora	on, healing, and rejuvena	on! This is true even 

when we think we have hit rock bo'om and can go no fur-

ther. There is always hope. Remember the words of Julian 

of Norwich: God made us, God loves us, and God keeps us. 

Now, listen to God when He says, “be opened!” Be healed 

and allow your stories to change.�

And then that moment, for those of us whose kids 

passed the hearing test with flying colors, comes 

crashing down into a realiza,on that, yep, they can 

hear just find. They’re just choosing deafness.�

en, ,res of calling to us in the same way young par-

ents ,re of calling out unheeded direc,ons to their 

small children. Help that person. Hear My voice. 

Open your heart. Give of yourself here. Talk to Me.�
